Asian Chicken Wraps 

I am so excited about designing slow cookers for 
Hamilton Beach. One of my goals is to bring 
beautiful design to everyday products. My designs 
give the slow cookers a clean, crisp look. The two 
patterns I created are modernized versions of 
classic patterns: 

Bamboo suggests a vacation from the everyday.  
A step-up from plaid and stripes, it hints at the  
exotic. However, its neutrality means it can add  
to any kitchen setting.   

Shangri-La reflects both Asian and French provincial 
design principles. The traditional combination of 
cobalt blue and white has deep roots in kitchen 
design. This pattern will add elegance to any 
countertop or buffet.	

Ingredients 
10 lbs. cut-up, bone-in chicken pieces 
2/3 cup soy sauce 
1/2 cup Sriracha hot chili sauce 
1/4 cup rice vinegar 
4 teaspoons fresh garlic, minced 
2 teaspoons fresh ginger, grated 

Other Ingredients 
Tortillas, Shredded Cabbage 
Tip: Omit Sriracha for less heat! 

Directions 
1. Rinse chicken in cold water. Set aside. 
2. Combine remaining ingredients.  Layer chicken and sauce in crock.  Cover and cook 
on LOW 8 hours or HIGH 4 to 5 hours.  Remove chicken.  Reserve sauce. 
3. Pull meat from bones and discard skin and bones.  Shred the chicken. 
4. Place chicken into tortillas and top with additional sauce and shredded cabbage.   
Roll up and enjoy!
